Installation

Mount the speakers in the A-pillar, dashboard or 
high up in the car door. They may fit in the factory 
pre-made mounting holes and OEM placements, 
if not you might have to modify the fitting. If you 
want to improve the sound and reinforcement you 
can use a rigid baffle of MDF-board or similar. You 
can also direct the speaker more on-axis towards 
the listener for more high frequency response if 
needed. The RC3 speaker can be used with and 
without a cup/chamber (Not included).

Recommended crossover settings: 
Midrange: HPF 12dB / 180Hz – 500Hz
Midrange: LPF  12dB / 3500Hz – 5000Hz 
Tweeter: HPF 12dB / 5000Hz – 6500Hz

NOTE! It is important to fasten the speakers 
properly in order to avoid bad sound or rattling. 

General installation

Pre installation
Disconnect Battery

Before you start the process 
of replacing speakers, 
disconnect and secure the 
negative terminal from your 
battery/power source. This 
will prevent the risk of 
damaging yourself or the 
products. 
Place the disconnected terminal in a secure and 
isolated location away from possible connections 
belonging to the battery/power source system.  

DLS recommends using insulation and/or sound 
deadening in the car doors. It lowers the noise 
from the road/tires and prevent rattles and other 
noises from plastic details in the doors.

If you need help deciding what type of door 
insulation you should use, ask your DLS 
distributor for info and guidance.

After the 15-20 
hour run in session the 
performance and char- 
acteristics will be in the 
correct condition.
